Michael went undrafted by the NFL but was invited to the 

Denver Bronco’s training camp in 2006. He had a very strong 

training camp, and before the Bronco’s first preseason 

game, Bell was promoted to the starting tailback position. 

Michael continued on to a successful NFL career with the 

Broncos, Saints, and Eagles. He played in Super Bowl XLIV in 

February, 2010. Michael last played football in the 2010  

season. Throughout his NFL career, Michael maintained a 

home in Denver, which is where he met Margherita. Michael 

also has a passion for fitness and nutrition. After the dusk 

settled from his NFL career, Michael and Margherita decided 

to move back to Arizona and start their own fitness and nu-

trition business, Fit Body Boot Camp.  

Located behind Ground Control on the Southwest corner of 

Litchfield and Camelback, they have been in business since 

August. Their approach is holistic, where nutrition is a major 

part of the program. They start off with a body evaluation 

and suggest a 21 day meal plan.

The 

classes are built around cardio, re-

sistance and nutrition. They are      

flexible and can adapt to the needs of 

their client.

They know everyone’s name 

and tailor a program for everyone’s needs.  They also have 

various promotions and plans to fit a client’s budget.
