Little Sunbeams owner, 

Miriam Zamora 

In September of the past year, Miriam 
opened Little Sunbeams Preschool. Two 
things are very special about her preschool, 
the arts program and bilingual education. 
The Reggio Emilia philosophy is the basis for 
the arts program.  This arts-based program 
started in Italy after World War II where 
parents wanted something different from 
the rigid format of traditional education. 
The program recognizes that children have 
100 different ways of learning.  The bilingual 
program is also a very valuable part of the 
preschool. Parents that want their children 
to be proficient in both English and Spanish 
are very supportive of this feature. 

Miriam Zamora started Little            
Sunbeams Preschool to put her own 
philosophy about teaching children 
into motion. Most things at Little     
Sunbeams are centered on her two 
passions, the arts and bilingual educa-
tion. 

Miriam grew up in Chicago and had 
many interest from art to literature as 
a teen and young adult. As she got  
involved in church mission work, she  
developed a passion for teaching and 
graduated from Brigham Young        
University. Miriam crisscrossed the 
country, teaching in a variety of       
locations including North Carolina, Salt 
Lake, Chicago and the Navajo           
Reservation in Arizona.  

Miriam eventually came to Phoenix 
and taught at a charter school in      
central Phoenix. She also earned her    
Master’s Degree and became principal 
of that school. All along, Miriam    
wanted to put her own design on 
something. At the charter school, she 
did research about bilingual education 
where native Spanish speakers and 
native English speakers were combined 
to learn each other’s language.  She 
taught kindergarten for 10 years with 
an emphasis on early literacy in both 
languages.

Miriam says, “School at Little Sunbeams is much more 
than dropping your children off at daycare. It is taking 
children to a home. When we have parent events there 
is 100% participation because parents feel it’s their 
school.” The parents constructed a stage where        
children are having their first experiences as perform-
ers, their last performance was the Polar Express. This 
month the theme is “Becoming Van Gough”, where 
they learn about the artist and do replicas of his       
famous paintings. 

The preschool is located in the Plaza in the Park shop-
ping complex at Litchfield and Camelback. They accept 
children aged, 2 to 5 and are open from 6:30 am to 
6:30 pm.
