She is 

creating a new way for women with young 

children to work while still being completely 

present in their children’s lives while  

attending to their educational and            

developmental needs without sacrificing 

their roles as stay at home moms.  This is 

made possible because all of Goldilocks   

employees are encouraged to bring their 

small children to work with them. 

Originally from Boston, Chris moved to    

Arizona with her family as a school aged 

child.  After college Chris worked primarily as 

a refugee resettlement social worker.  She 

developed a strong interest in the cultures 

of the clients she served and began to travel 

to some of the countries that  the refugees 

came from.  After a trip to a refugee camp 

on the Sudanese border in 2001, she        

realized that her calling was to serve in    

Africa. During her 20’s she travelled and 

lived in East Africa, eventually marrying a 

man from Ethiopia who now works as a 

nurse at the VA retirement home in Phoenix.
